The Epistle of St Paul to the Colossians 2:8-3:17;

Don’t let anyone capture you with empty philosophies and high-sounding nonsense that come
from human thinking and from the spiritual powersa of this world, rather than from Christ. For in
Christ lives all the fullness of God in a human body.b So you also are complete through your union
with Christ, who is the head over every ruler and authority.

When you came to Christ, you were “circumcised,” but not by a physical procedure. Christ
performed a spiritual circumcision—the cutting away of your sinful nature.c For you were buried
with Christ when you were baptized. And with him you were raised to new life because you trusted
the mighty power of God, who raised Christ from the dead.

You were dead because of your sins and because your sinful nature was not yet cut away.
Then God made you alive with Christ, for he forgave all our sins. He cancelled the record of the
charges against us and took it away by nailing it to the cross. In this way, he disarmedd the spiritual
rulers and authorities. He shamed them publicly by his victory over them on the cross.

So don’t let anyone condemn you for what you eat or drink, or for not celebrating certain holy
days or new moon ceremonies or Sabbaths. For these rules are only shadows of the reality yet to
come. And Christ himself is that reality. Don’t let anyone condemn you by insisting on pious self-

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denial or the worship of angels,e saying they have had visions about these things. Their sinful
minds have made them proud, and they are not connected to Christ, the head of the body. For he
holds the whole body together with its joints and ligaments, and it grows as God nourishes it.

You have died with Christ, and he has set you free from the spiritual powers of this world. So
why do you keep on following the rules of the world, such as, “Don’t handle! Don’t taste! Don’t
touch!”? Such rules are mere human teachings about things that deteriorate as we use them. These
rules may seem wise because they require strong devotion, pious self-denial, and severe bodily dis-
cipline. But they provide no help in conquering a person’s evil desires.

Living the New Life

Since you have been raised to new life with Christ, set your sights on the realities of heaven,
where Christ sits in the place of honor at God’s right hand. Think about the things of heaven, not
the things of earth. For you died to this life, and your real life is hidden with Christ in God. And
when Christ, who is youra life, is revealed to the whole world, you will share in all his glory.

So put to death the sinful, earthly things lurking within you. Have nothing to do with sexual
immorality, impurity, lust, and evil desires. Don’t be greedy, for a greedy person is an idolater, wor-
shiping the things of this world. Because of these sins, the anger of God is coming.» You used to do
these things when your life was still part of this world. But now is the time to get rid of anger, rage,
malicious behaviour, slander, and dirty language. Don’t lie to each other, for you have stripped off
your old sinful nature and all its wicked deeds. Put on your new nature, and be renewed as you learn
to know your Creator and become like him. In this new life, it doesn’t matter if you are a Jew or a
Gentile,c circumcised or uncircumcised, barbaric, uncivilized,d slave, or free. Christ is all that mat-
ters, and he lives in all of us.

Since God chose you to be the holy people he loves, you must clothe yourselves with tender-
hearted mercy, kindness, humility, gentleness, and patience. Make allowance for each other’s faults,
and forgive anyone who offends you. Remember, the Lord forgave you, so you must forgive oth-
ers. Above all, clothe yourselves with love, which binds us all together in perfect harmony. And let
the peace that comes from Christ rule in your hearts. For as members of one body you are called to
live in peace. And always be thankful.

Let the message about Christ, in all its richness, fill your lives. Teach and counsel each other
with all the wisdom he gives. Sing psalms and hymns and spiritual songs to God with thankful
hearts. And whatever you do or say, do it as a representative of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks
through him to God the Father.

Whose Son Is the Messiah?

Then, surrounded by the Pharisees, Jesus asked them T o
a question: “What do you think about the Messiah? Whose  *;, =
son is he?”

They replied, “He is the son of David.” ‘

Jesus responded, “Then why does David, speaking Jsstl 8
under the inspiration of the Spirit, call the Messiah ‘my -
Lord’? For David said, Proud Pharisee

‘The LorD said to my Lord,

Sit in the place of honor at my right hand until I humble your enemies beneath your feet.’g

Since David called the Messiah ‘my Lord,” how can the Messiah be his son?”

No one could answer him. And after that, no one dared to ask him any more questions.

Jesus Criticizes the Religious Leaders

Then Jesus said to the crowds and to his disciples, “The teachers of religious law and the
Pharisees are the official interpreters of the law of Moses.a So practice and obey whatever they
tell you, but don't follow their example. For they don’t practice what they teach. They crush peo-
ple with unbearable religious demands and never lift a finger to ease the burden.

“Everything they do is for show. On their arms they wear extra wide prayer boxes with
Scripture verses inside, and they wear robes with extra long tassels.b And they love to sit at the
head table at banquets and in the seats of honor in the synagogues. They love to receive respectful
greetings as they walk in the marketplaces, and to be called ‘Rabbi.’c

“Don’t let anyone call you ‘Rabbi,” for you have only one teacher, and all of you are equal
as brothers and sisters.d And don’t address anyone here on earth as ‘Father,’ for only God in
heaven is your Father. And don’t let anyone call you ‘Teacher,’ for you have only one teacher, the
Messiah. The greatest among you must be a servant. But those who exalt themselves will be hum-
bled, and those who humble themselves will be exalted.

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“What sorrow awaits you teachers of religious law and you Pharisees. Hypocrites! For you
shut the door of the Kingdom of Heaven in people’s faces. You won’t go in yourselves, and you
don’t let others enter either.e

“What sorrow awaits you teachers of religious law and you Pharisees. Hypocrites! For you
cross land and sea to make one convert, and then you turn that person into twice the child of
hellf you yourselves are!

“Blind guides! What sorrow awaits you! For you say that it means nothing to swear ‘by
God’s Temple,” but that it is binding to swear ‘by the gold in the Temple.’ Blind fools! Which is
more important—the gold or the Temple that makes the gold sacred? And you say that to swear ‘by
the altar’ is not binding, but to swear ‘by the gifts on the altar’ is binding. How blind! For which is
more important—the gift on the altar or the altar that makes the gift sacred? When you swear ‘by
the altar,’ you are swearing by it and by everything on it. And when you swear ‘by the Temple,’
you are swearing by it and by God, who lives in it. And when you swear ‘by heaven,’ you are
swearing by the throne of God and by God, who sits on the throne.

“What sorrow awaits you teachers of religious law and you Pharisees. Hypocrites! For you
are careful to tithe even the tiniest income from your herb gardens,g but you ignore the more im-
portant aspects of the law—justice, mercy, and faith. You should tithe, yes, but do not neglect the
more important things. Blind guides! You strain your water so you won't accidentally swallow a
gnat, but you swallow a camel!h

“What sorrow awaits you teachers of religious law and you Pharisees. Hypocrites! For you
are so careful to clean the outside of the cup and the dish, but inside you are filthy—full of greed
and self-indulgence! You blind Pharisee! First wash the inside of the cup and the dish,i and then
the outside will become clean, too.

“What sorrow awaits you teachers of religious law and you Pharisees. Hypocrites! For you
are like whitewashed tombs—beautiful on the outside but filled on the inside with dead people’s
bones and all sorts of impurity. Outwardly you look like righteous people, but inwardly your hearts
are filled with hypocrisy and lawlessness.

“What sorrow awaits you teachers of religious law and you Pharisees. Hypocrites! For you
build tombs for the prophets your ancestors killed, and you decorate the monuments of the godly
people your ancestors destroyed. Then you say, ‘If we had lived in the days of our ancestors, we
would never have joined them in killing the prophets.’

“But in saying that, you testify against yourselves that you are indeed the descendants of
those who murdered the prophets. Go ahead and finish what your ancestors started. Snakes! Sons
of vipers! How will you escape the judgment of hell?

“Therefore, I am sending you prophets and wise men and teachers of religious law. But you
will kill some by crucifixion, and you will flog others with whips in your synagogues, chasing them
from city to city. As a result, you will be held responsible for the murder of all godly people of all
time—from the murder of righteous Abel to the murder of Zechariah son of Berekiah, whom you
killed in the Temple between the sanctuary and the altar. I tell you the truth, this judgment will fall
on this very generation.

“O Jerusalem, Jerusalem, the city that kills the prophets and stones God’s messengers! How
often I have wanted to gather your children together as a hen protects her chicks beneath her
wings, but you wouldn’t let me. And now, look, your house is abandoned and desolate.j For I tell
you this, you will never see me again until you say, ‘Blessings on the one who comes in the name of
the LORD!’k”

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COMMEMORATION OF ST. GREGORY THE ILLUMINATOR’S TORMENTS
AND COMMITMENT TO THE PIT

This feast is the first one among the three commemoration days dedicated to the memory of
St. Gregory the Illuminator, the first Catholicos of All Armenians. According to the Armenian
Church Calendar, it is celebrated on the eve of the Fifth Sunday during the period of Great Lent.
The feast is dedicated to the torments which St. Gregory suffered during his imprisonment.

According to historical sources, St. Gregory the Illuminator was the son of Anak Partev, a
knight and nobleman, who killed the Armenian King Khosrov Arshakouni. In retaliation, Anak is
executed by the Armenians. His son, Gregory, lived and studied in Caesarea, and was brought up
as a pious Christian. Gregory returns to Armenia as an adult and becomes a member of the royal
court. King Tiridates (Trdat), the son of King Khosrov and heir to the throne, appoints Gregory as
the Chancellor of the Armenian Kingdom. Tiridates, learning that Gregory is a Christian and the
son of Anak, subjects him to severe tortures and commits Gregory to death, by imprisoning him in
a deep underground pit.

In 301 A.D., after spending 13 years in the pit, St. Gregory the Illuminator is freed from the
dungeon and emerges to spread the Light of Christ in Armenia. He thus becomes the first pontiff of
the Armenian Church, baptizes the royal family, and evangelizes the whole of the Armenian Na-
tion. Armenia becomes the first nation in the world to officially proclaim Christianity as her state
religion.

St. Gregory the Illuminator is recognized by all of Christendom as a Saint, and he is com-
memorated in all traditional Christian Churches.

Through these we can
patiently wait for the Glorious Resurrection of Christ, the purification of our souls and the triumph
of the True Faith. All Christian Churches celebrate the feast of the Sunday of Advent.
