The Epistle of St Paul to the ROMANS 13:11-14:23;
The day is near

As you do all this, you know what time it is. The hour has already come for you to wake up
from your sleep. Now our salvation is nearer than when we first had faith. The night is almost
over, and the day is near. So let’s get rid of the actions that belong to the darkness and put on the
weapons of light. Let’s behave appropriately as people who live in the day, not in partying and
getting drunk, not in sleeping around and obscene behaviour, not in fighting and obses-
sion. Instead, dress yourself with the Lord Jesus Christ, and don’t plan to indulge your selfish de-
sires.
Welcoming each other like Christ

Welcome the person who is weak in faith—but not in order to argue about differences of
opinion. One person believes in eating everything, while the weak person eats only vegeta-
bles. Those who eat must not look down on the ones who don’t, and the ones who don’t eat must
not judge the ones who do, because God has accepted them. Who are you to judge someone else’s
servants? They stand or fall before their own Lord (and they will stand, because the Lord has the
power to make them stand). One person considers some days to be more sacred than others, while
another person considers all days to be the same. Each person must have their own convic-
tions. Someone who thinks that a day is sacred, thinks that way for the Lord. Those who eat, eat
for the Lord, because they thank God. And those who don’t eat, don’t eat for the Lord, and they
thank the Lord too. We don’t live for ourselves and we don’t die for ourselves. If we live, we live
for the Lord, and if we die, we die for the Lord. Therefore, whether we live or die, we belong to
God. This is why Christ died and lived: so that he might be Lord of both the dead and the liv-
ing. But why do you judge your brother or sister? Or why do you look down on your brother or
sister? We all will stand in front of the judgment seat of God. Because it is written,
“As I live, says the Lord, every knee will bow to me, ”
“and every tongue will give praise to God.”

So then, each of us will give an account of ourselves to God. So stop judging each other.
Instead, this is what you should decide: never put a stumbling block or obstacle in the way of
your brother or sister. I know and I’'m convinced in the Lord Jesus that nothing is wrong to eat in

itself. But if someone thinks something is wrong to eat, it becomes wrong for that person. If your
brother or sister is upset by your food, you are no longer walking in love. Don’t let your food de-
stroy someone for whom Christ died. And don’t let something you consider to be good be criti-
cized as wrong. God’s kingdom isn’t about eating food and drinking but about righteousness,
peace, and joy in the Holy Spirit. Whoever serves Christ this way pleases God and gets human
approval.

So let’s strive for the things that bring peace and the things that build each other up. Don’t
destroy what God has done because of food. All food is acceptable, but it’s a bad thing if it trips
someone else. It’s a good thing not to eat meat or drink wine or to do anything that trips your
brother or sister. Keep the belief that you have to yourself—it’s between you and God. People are
blessed who don’t convict themselves by the things they approve. But those who have doubts are
convicted if they go ahead and eat, because they aren’t acting on the basis of faith. Everything
that isn’t based on faith is sin.

As the result of Arian disputes a new heresy k.
had appeared, the head and supporter of which
was Bishop Makedon of Constantinople, who de-
nied the deity of the Holy Spirit. The Ecumenical e
Council convened in Constantinople on that special occasion, re-endorsed the deﬁnltlon of the
Ecumenical Council of Nicaea and stack for the formulation “One deity, three persons”.

Accepting the Ecumenical Council, the Armenian Apostolic Church commemorates the
memory of 150 Patriarchs participating in the Council.

EVE OF GREAT LENT OR GREAT BAREKENDAN

The Armenian Church has defined the period of Great Lent as a time of abstinence and re-
pentance for the faithful. Each Sunday during this period is named after an event in the Holy Bible
that contains the message of the day. According to the calendar, the days prior to weekly fasts, as
well as Great Lent, (with the exception of the fast preceding Holy Nativity) are called Barekendan.
The word Barekendan means “good living” or “good life”, as we are called to live cheerfully, joy-
fully, and to be happy on these days preceding fasting periods.

On these days of Barekendan, the angel’s words addressed to the prophet Elijah are ful-
filled: “Arise and eat, otherwise the journey will be too great for you” (1 Kings 19:7). The Arme-
nian Church thus allows her faithful to organize games, festivals, carnivals and large, plentiful
meals to observe the feast, as it is followed by a period of fasting and abstinence.

The Eve of Great Lent, as Great Barekendan is also called, commemorates the human bliss,
which Adam and Eve enjoyed in the Garden of Eden. It also symbolizes the heavenly right, ac-
cording to which, mankind could eat all types of fruit, except the fruit of the Tree of Knowledge of
Good and Evil. Barekendan is the manifestation of the virtues of the soul, through which people
can transform mourning to joy, and torment to peace. It is with this comprehension, with bowing
of our souls, penitence, fasting and hope for mercy, that each Christian individual should take his
first step on the long, 40 day journey of Great Lent, culminating with the Glorious Resurrection of
our Lord Jesus Christ.

The period starting from the day following the Great Barekendan and lasting till the Feast of
the Glorious Resurrection of Our Lord Jesus Christ, is called Great Lent. In the period of the Great
Lent, people, refraining from bodily pleasures and sins, get prepared for the Feast of the Glorious
Resurrection of Our Lord Jesus Christ by means of abstinence and repentance. Both spiritual and
moral and bodily abstinence are considered to be important. Our church fathers have called the pe-
riod of the Great Lend as “Karasnordats”, as the period of fasting lasts 40 days. This period of the
Great Lent is also called “Salt and bread”, as in the past during the period of the Great Lent people
have eaten only salt and bread.




In the New and old Testaments there are many testimonies concerning the period of Great Lent.
Moses fasted for forty days and only then received the Lord’s rules and canons. However, this pe-
riod is related to 40-day period of temptation of Christ in the desert, following which our Church
fathers established this period of fasting.

Fasting may be of three kinds: usual fasting, rigorous abstinence and absolute fasting. In case
of usual fasting people can eat only food of vegetable origin. In case of rigorous fasting people
refuse to eat any food even of vegetable origin. And in case of absolute fasting people refuse to eat
any kind of food, including even bread and water.

During the period of the Great Lent curtains in the churches are closed in commemoration of
the fact that after sinning Adam was exiled from Eden and the doors were closed before him.

The Sumgait Massacres (February 28, 1988)

More than three decades of Azerbaijani anti-Armenian violence and &5 gm
destruction were kicked off by the Sumgait massacres of February 1988, ¥4
which targeted the population of that seaside town in Azerbaijan as a di- @ 2
rect response to the February 20, 1988, vote of the Regional Council of
Mountainous Karabagh to unite that historically Armenian region to So- kg
viet Armenia.

Armenians viewed the reform program launched by Soviet leader |
Mikhail Gorbachev as an opportunity to achieve that union. On February
20, 1988, a demonstration by tens of thousands of Armenians in Lenin (now Renaissance) Square of
Stepanakert demanded the unification of Mountainous Karabagh with Armenia. On the same day, the
Regional Soviet voted to join Soviet Armenia. The move was staunchly opposed by the Azerbaijani au-
thorities. Gorbachev rejected these claims, invoking Article 78 of the Soviet Constitution, which stated
that prior consent of republics was needed to alter their borders.

On February 26, several minor rallies were held at Lenin Square in Sumgait, a leading industrial
city 20 miles northwest of Baku, near the Caspian Sea, with a population of 17,000 Armenians (less than
10 per cent of the total). Explicit calls for violence against Armenians and their expulsion from Azerbai-
jan were heard and the crowds were agitated by fake news of Azerbaijani refugees who had reportedly
fled Armenia.

The pogrom of the Armenians of Sumgait started on the evening of February 27. The perpetrators
targeted the victims based solely on ethnicity — being Armenian was the only criterion. They had previ-
ously obtained the list of addresses of the Armenian residents of the city. While the main participants
were adult males and even some women, there were also young students who took part in vandalizing
and looting appliances, shoes, and clothing from the Armenians’ homes. The pogrom was marked by
atrocities and savagery. The mobs entered the apartment buildings and sought out Armenians where they
lived. Some took shelter among their Azerbaijani and Russian neighbors, while others try to disguise as
Azeris. Numerous acts of gang rape and sexual abuse were committed in both the apartments and on the
city streets.

Many Armenians sought to defend themselves and improvised protection measures, including nail-
ing their doors shut and arming themselves with axes. In some instances, intruding rioters were killed.
Calls to ambulance services were handled late or in many cases, unheeded completely. There was no
intervention on the part of the Azerbaijani police to stop the perpetrators.

On February 28, a small contingent of troops of the Ministry of Internal Affairs (MVD) entered the
city and attempted to quell the rioting without success. The situation worsened and, one day later, more
professional military units entered with tanks and armored personnel vehicles. Government forces im-
posed martial law and curfew, bringing the crisis to an end by March 1. The official death toll released
by the Prosecutor General of the Soviet Union (tallies were compiled after lists of named victims) was
32 people (26 Armenians and 6 Azerbaijanis), although other estimates reach up to 400 Armenian dead.

The unexpected violence in Sumgait was widely covered in the Western press. It was greeted with
general astonishment in Armenia and the rest of the Soviet Union, since ethnic feuds in the country had
been largely suppressed by the government, which had promoted policies and slogans such as proletari-
an internationalism, peoples’ fraternity, and socialist patriotism to avert such conflicts. The massacre,
along with the conflict of Karabagh, presented a major challenge to the reforms being implemented by
Soviet leader Mikhail Gorbachev, who was later criticized for his perceived slowness in reacting to the
crisis after the third day of the rioting.

By March 1, Soviet troops had effectively quelled the rioting. The Soviet media did not initially
report the event and remained largely silent, while the media in Sumgait spoke only on local issues unre-
lated to the massacre. The Soviet government, initially hesitant to admit that violence had taken place,
later downplayed the scale of the event, describing the rioting as perpetrated by “hooligans.”

The authorities arrested 400 men in connection to the massacre and prepared criminal charges for
84 (82 Azerbaijanis, one Russian, and one Armenian). By October 1988, nine men had been sentenced,
including Taleh Ismailov, who was sentenced to 15 years in prison, while another 33 were tried. Other
sentences were harsher: Ahmad Ahmadov was found guilty and sentenced to death by a firing squad for
leading a mob and taking part in the murder of seven people. However, many were sentenced for hooli-
ganism, rather than murder and violence, and set free after a relatively short time.

The pogrom of Sumgait was immediately linked to the genocide of 1915 in the Armenian national
consciousness, with Azerbaijanis identified as “Turks.” On the commemoration of April 24 in 1988, a
khachkar (cross stone) dedicated to the pogrom victims was placed at the memorial of Tzitzernakaberd
in Yerevan. February 28 was designated a public holiday in Armenia in 2005.
