Love must be sincere. Detest what is evil; cling to what is good. Be devoted to one another
in brotherly love. Outdo yourselves in honouring one another.

Forgiveness (Matthew 18:21-35)

Bless those who persecute you. Bless and do not curse. Rejoice with those who rejoice;
weep with those who weep. Live in harmony with one another. Do not be proud, but enjoy the
company of the lowly. Do not be conceited.

Do not repay anyone evil for evil. Carefully consider what is right in the eyes of every-
body. If it is possible on your part, live at peace with everyone.

Do not avenge yourselves, beloved, but leave room for God’s wrath. For it is written:
“Vengeance is Mine; I will repay, says the Lord.”b

On the contrary,

“If your enemy is hungry, feed him; if he is thirsty, give him a drink. For in so doing, you will
heap burning coals on his head.”c

Do not be overcome by evil, but overcome evil with good.

Submission to Authorities (/ Peter 2:13-20)

Everyone must submit himself to the governing authorities, for there is no authority except
that which is from God. The authorities that exist have been appointed by God. Consequently,
whoever resists authority is opposing what God has set in place, and those who do so will bring
judgment on themselves.

For rulers are not a terror to good conduct, but to bad. Do you want to be unafraid of the
one in authority? Then do what is right, and you will have his approval. For he is God’s servant
for your good. But if you do wrong, be afraid, for he does not carry the sword in vain. He is
God’s servant, an agent of retribution to the wrongdoer.

Therefore it is necessary to submit to authority, not only to avoid punishment, but also as a
matter of conscience. This is also why you pay taxes. For the authorities are God’s servants,
who devote themselves to their work. Pay everyone what you owe him: taxes to whom taxes are
due, revenue to whom revenue is due, respect to whom respect is due, honour to whom honour
is due.

Love Fulfils the Law (Leviticus 19:9—15)

Be indebted to no one, except to one another in love. For he who loves his neighbour has
fulfilled the law. The commandments “Do not commit adultery,” “Do not murder,” “Do not
steal,” “Do not covet,”’a and any other commandments, are summed up in this one decree: “Love
your neighbour as yourself.”b Love does no wrong to its neighbour. Therefore love is the fulfil-
ment of the law.

The Fulfilment of the Law

Do not think that I have come to abolish the Law or the Prophets. I have not come to abolish
them, but to fulfil them. For I tell you truly, until heaven and earth pass away, not a single jot, not
a stroke of a pen, will disappear from the Law until everything is accomplished.

So then, whoever breaks one of the least of these commandments and teaches others to do
likewise will be called least in the kingdom of heaven; but whoever practices and teaches them
will be called great in the kingdom of heaven. For I tell you that unless your righteousness exceeds
that of the scribes and Pharisees, you will never enter the kingdom of heaven.

Anger and Reconciliation (Luke 12:57-59)
You have heard that it was said to the ancients, ‘Do not murder’c and ‘Anyone who murders

will be subject to judgment.” But I tell you that anyone who is angry with his brotherd will be
subject to judgment. Again, anyone who says to his brother, ‘Raca,’e will be subject to the Sanhed-
rin.f But anyone who says, ‘You fool!” will be subject to the fire of hell.g

So if you are offering your gift at the altar and there remember that your brother has some-
thing against you, leave your gift there before the altar. First go and be reconciled to your brother;
then come and offer your gift.

Reconcile quickly with your adversary, while you are still on the way to court. Otherwise, he
may hand you over to the judge, and the judge may hand you over to the officer, and you may be
thrown into prison. Truly I tell you, you will not get out until you have paid the last penny./
Adultery (Leviticus 18:1-30)

You have heard that it was said, ‘Do not commit adultery.’; But I tell you that anyone who
looks at a woman to lust after her has already committed adultery with her in his heart. If your
right eye causes you to sin, gouge it out and throw it away. It is better for you to lose one part of
your body than for your whole body to be thrown into hell.; And if your right hand causes you to
sin, cut it off and throw it away. It is better for you to lose one part of your body than for your
whole body to depart into hell.

Divorce (Deuteronomy 24:1-5; Luke 16:18)

It has also been said, ‘Whoever divorces his wife must give her a certificate of divorce.’k But
I tell you that anyone who divorces his wife, except for sexual immorality, brings adultery upon
her./ And he who marries a divorced woman commits adultery.

Oaths and Vows (Numbers 30:1-16)

Again, you have heard that it was said to the ancients, ‘Do not break your oath, but fulfil your
vows to the Lord.”m But I tell you not to swear at all: either by heaven, for it is God’s throne; or by
the earth, for it is His footstool; or by Jerusalem, for it is the city of the great King. Nor should you
swear by your head, for you cannot make a single hair white or black. Simply let your ‘Yes’ be
‘Yes,” and your ‘No,” ‘No.” Anything more comes from the evil one.n
Love Your Enemies (Leviticus 24:17-23; Luke 6:27—36)

You have heard that it was said, ‘Eye for eye and tooth for tooth.’o But I tell you not to resist
an evil person. If someone slaps you on your right cheek, turn to him the other also; if someone
wants to sue you and take your tunic, let him have your cloak as well; and if someone forces you to
go one mile,p go with him two miles.g Give to the one who asks you, and do not turn away from
the one who wants to borrow from you.

You have heard that it was said, ‘Love your neighbour’r and ‘Hate your enemy.” But I tell
you, love your enemies and pray for those who persecute you,s that you may be sons of your Fa-
ther in heaven. He causes His sun to rise on the evil and the good, and sends rain on the righteous
and the unrighteous. If you love those who love you, what reward will you get? Do not even tax
collectors do the same? And if you greet only your brothers, what are you doing more than others?
Do not even Gentiles do the same?

Be perfect, therefore, as your heavenly Father is perfect.

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Commemoration of St. Theodoros the Captain

St. Theodoros the Captain is a Saint recognized by all traditional churches of Christen-
dom. The Armenian Church commemorates this Saint on the first Saturday during the period of
Great Lent.

According to hagiographers, St. Theodoros was born to God-fearing and pious parents in the
village of Saroo, near the town of Amasia. He was a soldier in the Roman Army, and rose through
the ranks, eventually becoming a Captain.

In the beginning of the fourth century, Rome was under the rule of the Emperor Diocle-
tian. Instead of worshipping at the temple of the pagan goddess Rea, as he had been instructed to,
St. Theodoros burns the temple to the ground, thus demonstrating that pagan idols were false. For
this act, Diocletian imprisons St. Theodoros, and he suffers severe tortures. In the year 306 A.D.,
he is martyred by being set on fire.

St. Theodoros is also known as the “Slayer of the Dragon”, as he was said to have defeated a
great and mighty dragon due to his courage and faith.

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Sunday of Expulsion

The second Sunday of the period of Great lent is called the Sunday of Expulsion. The basis of
the mystery of and the name of the day can be found in the Holy Bible, the Book of Genesis: “So
the Lord God sent him out of the Garden of Eden and made him cultivate the soil from which he
had been formed” (Genesis 3:23). Prehistory is the following. The human being, listening to the de-
ceitful words of Satan, disobeyed the divine commandments and ate the forbidden fruit, As punish-
ment the human being, the human being, of course, didn’t die at once, but was deprived of the eter-
nity granted by God and was cursed Since then man must work hard and sweat to make the soil pro-
duce enough food, and woman will have pain in giving birth to her offspring. And in end God said
to the human being: “You were made from soil and you will become soil again” (Genesis 3:19).

The church Fathers have given the Sundays of the Period of great lent such names and myster-
ies which symbolize the mankind’s way of life — birth, sinning, regret and repentance. This should
serve for the human being as an occasion for thinking of himself/herself and his/her lifer so that the
period of great Lent should be fruitful and productive.

He locked his gaze on a tree in the distance and walked
straight toward it. When they reached the end, the first boy’s line was perfectly straight. The sec-
ond boy’s path was all over the place. He asked, “How did you do that?”” His friend said, “I didn’t
look back. I kept my eyes on the tree.”

That’s a picture of how we are to walk in faith. Some people start out strong, but along the
way, they get distracted. They start looking back at past mistakes, past hurts, and past regrets.
They keep questioning, “Am I on the right path? Did I make the right decisions?”

Saint Paul says in Hebrews 12:1-2, “Let us lay aside every weight and the sin that clings so
closely, and let us run with perseverance the race that is set before us, looking to Jesus, the pioneer
and perfecter of faith.” That means no looking back at yesterday’s failures. No second-guessing
what God has already forgiven. No getting distracted by what’s going on to the left or the right.
You’ve got to stay focused!
