The Epistle of 1 Peter 5:1-14

Peter writes to church leaders and young men

Now I want to say something to you who are leaders of the groups of believers. Like you, I am

also a leader. I myself saw how people caused Christ to have great pain so that he died. One day
people will see how great he really is. Then I will be among those people who join with him
in heaven. So I say this to you who are leaders: Watch over the group of believers that God has giv-
en to you. Be like a shepherd that takes care of his sheep. Lead them well because you want to do it.
Do not do it only because you have to do it. Do it in the way that God wants for you. Do not be a
leader because you want to receive money for yourself. Instead, do it because you want to help peo-
ple.
God has given you a group of believers to take care of them. Do not try to rule over them with pow-
er. Instead, show them how to live in a good way, so that they can copy you. Then our master,
Christ, will give you a beautiful crown when he appears. That is a great gift that will never become
old or less beautiful. He is the great Shepherd who takes care of us.

I want to say the same thing to you who are young men. You must respect the authority of the
leaders. All of you who are believers must respect one another. Do not think that you are more im-
portant than other people. The Bible says:

‘God is against proud people.
But he is kind to humble people.’

Remember that God is strong and powerful. So be humble in front of him. Then he will lift
you up to a good place at the right time. If you have any kind of trouble in your mind, give it to
God. God has promised to take care of you.

Think seriously about how you live. Watch carefully for danger. Remember that the devil is

your enemy. He wants to hurt you. He walks about like a hungry lion. He is looking for someone to
kill and then eat! But you must be strong to fight against him. Trust God completely. Remember
this: Believers all over the world are having the same kind of trouble.

Yes, you will have trouble like this for a short time. But after that, God will make everything
right. He is completely kind and he will always help you. Because you belong to Christ, God has
chosen you to live with him in heaven for ever. You will join him in that beautiful place. Then God
will make you well again. He will make you strong in your spirits. You will be able to stand strong-
ly. Yes, God rules with power for ever! Amen.

I know that he continues to trust Christ
well. I have written to you because I want you to be strong. I have told you how God is kind to us
and he helps us. This is God's true message to you. So continue to believe it and be strong.

Red Sunday
In the Calendar of the Armenian Church, the third Sunday following the Glorious Resurrec-

tion of Our Lord Jesus Christ is known as Red Sunday.

The colour “red” has been used throughout history to represent many things. One of the sym-
bolic meanings is the blood of the martyrs who were sacrificed for Christ, His Holy Church, and
their Christian faith. During the early years of Christianity, faithful followers of Jesus Christ were
subjected to severe persecutions and torments. Many elected to die rather than betray their princi-
ples of life and faith, which the Incarnate God - Christ Jesus - had endowed to them and all of man-
kind. The psalmist writes, “Precious in the sight of the Lord is the death of the saints” (Psalms
116:15).

Today, martyrdom is far less often an occurrence in the lives of Christians, yet it does happen.
However, the greater struggle is the one against sin, which we can see manifested in many ways
throughout the world. The battle against wickedness and evil, which will be victorious in the end, is
the current expression of the significance of Red Sunday. The Apostle Paul writes that Christ Him-
self endured such opposition, that we should not grow weary in our battle against wickedness. In his
letter to the Hebrews, Paul says: “In your struggle against sin, you have not yet resisted to the point
of shedding your blood.” (Hebrews 12:4). We are to use the opportunity of Red Sunday to once
again remind ourselves of Paul’s exhortation to remain steadfast in the Lord, and to continue our
daily labours of goodness and righteousness.
