2: A short interpretation of the Scripture reading

The Epistle of St Paul to the 2 Corinthians 7:4-16

I have spoken to you with great frankness; I take great pride in you. I am greatly encouraged,
in all our troubles my joy knows no bounds.

For when we came into Macedonia, we had no rest, but we were harassed at every turn con-
flicts on the outside, fears within. But God, who comforts the downcast, comforted us by the com-
ing of Titus, and not only by his coming but also by the comfort you had given him. He told us
about your longing for me, your deep sorrow, your ardent concern for me, so that my joy was
greater than ever.

Even if I caused you sorrow by my letter, I do not regret it. Though I did regret it—I see that
my letter hurt you, but only for a little while— yet now I am happy, not because you were made
sorry, but because your sorrow led you to repentance. For you became sorrowful as God intended
and so were not harmed in any way by us. Godly sorrow brings repentance that leads to salvation
and leaves no regret, but worldly sorrow brings death. See what this godly sorrow has produced in
you: what earnestness, what eagerness to clear yourselves, what indignation, what alarm, what
longing, what concern, what readiness to see justice done. At every point you have proved your-
selves to be innocent in this matter. So even though I wrote to you, it was neither on account of the
one who did the wrong nor on account of the injured party, but rather that before God you could
see for yourselves how devoted to us you are. By all this we are encouraged.

In addition to our own encouragement, we were especially delighted to see how happy Titus
was, because his spirit has been refreshed by all of you. I had boasted to him about you, and you
have not embarrassed me. But just as everything we said to you was true, so our boasting about
you to Titus has proved to be true as well. And his affection for you is all the greater when he re-
members that you were all obedient, receiving him with fear and trembling. I am glad I can have
complete confidence in you.

Jesus Heals a Deaf and Mute Man

Then Jesus left the vicinity of Tyre and went through Sidon, down to the Sea of Galilee and
into the region of the Decapolis. h There some people brought to him a man who was deaf and
could hardly talk, and they begged Jesus to place his hand on him.
After he took him aside, away from the crowd, Jesus put his fingers into the man’s ears. Then he
spit and touched the man’s tongue. He looked up to heaven and with a deep sigh said to him,
“Ephphatha!” (which means “Be opened!”). At this, the man’s ears were opened, his tongue
was loosened and he began to speak plainly.
Jesus commanded them not to tell anyone. But the more he did so, the more they kept talking
about it. People were overwhelmed with amazement. “He has done everything well,” they said.
“He even makes the deaf hear and the mute speak.”

of Christ. The only one not having
birth, the only one eternal and with-
out beginning is God the father. Son has been created not from the essence of the Father, but from
nothing. There was a time when the Son did not exist. Although the Son has received all the virtues
of the Father and is adopted, he is not pure as the Father is, he is changeable, as all human beings.

Dear Parishioners and Armenian Community Members:

The Sunday collection plate circulating during Divine Liturgy is for all to contribute each Sunday
in order to have a thriving church. Our Lord Jesus Christ told us in Matthew 17:24-27. Your dona-
tion, participation and support is vital, not only by attending the church but also with your time and
financial contribution to our church. Please be generous and help to keep the doors of the St
Yeghiche Armenian Church open and provide all the services.




Because of such viewpoints of Arios the Divinity of Christ was denied and the entire Chris-
tian doctrine was endangered. Archbishop Alexander of Alexandria opposed to Arianism. In his
sermons he stressed that God is eternal, and Son is eternal, Father and Son are of the same time.
Father does not precede the Son even for a moment, Father has always existed and Son has always
existed. The false teaching of Arios is condemned during the first Ecumenical Council and it is
declared to be heresy.

Aristakes, son of St. Gregory the Illuminator, also participates in the first Ecumenical Coun-
cil. The doctrinal formulation adopted by the Council, which is known as Nicene Creed, is brought
to Armenia by Aristakes and is presented to St. Gregory the Illuminator. The latter added to it the
following passage: “As for us, we shall glorify him who was before the ages, worshipping the Ho-
ly Trinity and the one Godhead, the Father and the Son and the Holy Spirit, now and always and
unto ages of ages. Amen.”.

The Nicene Creed, adopted in Nicaea, and the passage added by St. Gregory the Illuminator,
are up to date used in the rites of the Armenian Apostolic Church without any change. Aristakes
brings to Armenia also 20 canons adopted by the Council of Nicaea, which are also ratified by St.
Gregory the Illuminator.

Today the stars and moon with the sun rejoice Praising the light from the Father on the
day of the birth of the mother of Light. (Hakob I Klayetsi (1200 - 1286) XIII century)

This hymn was composed by the vartapet Hakob Klayetsi (13th c.), but it is sometimes at-
tributed to St. Nerses Shnorhali. It is the Laudate from the Sing, Children of Sion canon, dedicated
to the Birth of the Virgin Mary, in five verses. It is a brilliant example of a hymn in Mode I'V.
